= Seniors will take a mathematics,
reading, science, or writing
assessment.

- Each student will take one subject

= The assessment also asks
questions about daily routines
and their educational
experiences.

* For example, students are asked if
there Is a computer at home and
about the amount of reading they
do.
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= Questions are multiple-
choice, short answer, or essay.

= Questions about how your
teachers teach, students’
educational experiences, and
other information.
