HASD DRESS CODE ADOPTED 8-11-2022

All clothing must be appropriately sized for the student, that is, clothing must be no more than one (1) regular size larger than the student actually
measures. Extra-wide, extra-full, extra-long, baggy or sagging pants and shorts are not acceptable. Jeans are permitted as long as there are no holes
in them. If jeans have holes, you must wear some undergarment, no skin should be showing.
