6. retrieved- A lost object is retrieved when it is found. 
 

The dog always retrieved whatever his owner tossed. 
 

7. smuggle- If you smuggle something, you bring it in or take it out secretly or without permission. 
 
 

   We had to smuggle my mother's gift into the house. 
 

8. spindly -Someone or something that is tall, thin, and weak is spindly. 
 

   The weight of the birds bent the spindly branches. 
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
