“Bah humbug!” Many are familiar with this phrase
spoken by Scrooge in Charles Dicken’s 1843 novella “A
Christmas Carol.” The story revolves around miserly,
self-absorbed Scrooge being visited by spirits and then
transforming into a caring individual. There are many
versions of this well-known story from television
shorts, sitcoms, and movies, animated cartoons and
movies, to small-stage and Broadway performances.
Seventh grade students participated in a survey to see
which version was the most popular. They watched a
power point on different versions and voted which
they liked best. The selection included: 1992 and
2009 movies, The Muppets movie, Mickey’s animated
short, All Dogs movie, Flintstones show and Broad-
way.

The overwhelming winner was Mickey
Mouse’s A Christmas Carol with 45
votes out of 102. This animated short,
with a run time of 26 minutes, follows
the same classic story with Uncle
Scrooge McDuck as Ebenezer Scrooge
and Mickey Mouse as Bob Cratchit. The Muppets
movie came in second with 19 votes. Created in 1992
with a run time of 1 1/2 hours, Kermit the Frog played
Cratchit; Michael Caine played stingy Scrooge. In third
place was the 2009 animated movie, running 1 hour
36 minutes, featuring Jim Carrey as Scrooge. There
were 15 votes although these votes may be skewed
because students were voting for the longest-running
show with the hope of being able to watch it rather
than vote which version was most interesting.

they can have burgers their way. If you’re like me, then you want a good burger every once and awhile, but
you don’t know where to go to get it. Luckily I’ll give you my top five recommendations for the right places to

go.

Mc Donald’s: I know many people eat here because of convenience and price; you get what you pay
for. This is my least favorite recommendation.

Wendy’s: There is actually nothing wrong with Wendy’s burgers, they are just not the best I tasted. I do
however, recommend their Son of a Baconator, a scaled-down version of the Baconator with all the
same ingredients for people looking to try a Wendy’s burger.
