1.  Prewriting

-    gathering ideas for a topic.

· brainstorming

· use word webs, clusters, and diagrams to organize your ideas.

· You need to identify your purpose.

1. Tell a story

2. Describe something

3. Inform or explain

4. Persuade readers to believe something or to take some kind of action.

· You also need to think about your

audience.

Newspaper article is aimed at   

     readers who have a lot of time.


Billboard is for quick reading.
· Once you determine your topic, purpose and audience, you need to organize your ideas.

2. Drafting

-    Use your prewriting charts to write 

                                          sentences/paragraphs.

3. Revising

-     Add, change, delete words or    

      sentences

-     Use transition words = after, before,

      now, because, then, next to, however, 

      also, as a result of.

3. Revising (continued):

· Make sure all sentences in a paragraph  

    work together to support the main idea.

· Most paragraphs have a topic sentence 

     that states the main idea = first or last  

     sentence.

· Use a variety of types of sentences; 

    different lengths; combining sentences.

· Share with peers.

4. Editing/

Proofreading -  

-    Now you check for spelling,   

punctuation, grammar, and usage (subject and verb agreement).

· Your paper should read smoothly.

5. Publishing/

Presenting

-    Use visual aids to support your work.

· Could be an oral report, written report, press release, or a banner.
