- you answer the question “What happened?”

- The story will need a setting, conflict, resolution, characters, plot, and dialogue.

Plot





-  a series of events.

Characters
-  people or animals that take part 
in the events.

Setting
-  time and place the story takes place.

· affects the events and the

way the character acts.

Problem



 - The most important part of



the story.

Time order 



-  the order events occur from 





first to last.

· Transition words are used to 

help readers keep track of the order of events. Ex. then, next, finally.

Dialogue 




-  conversation between 2 or 





more characters.

· Start a new paragraph

whenever the speaker changes.

-    should reflect the characters’ personalities.

Prewriting 



-  It is important to plan the 







basic elements of your story 







during prewriting. 

Story opening



-  It should grab the reader’s    






attention.

Draft



-  A good way to begin your 





draft is to focus on the element





that interests you.

Responding to a story

-  This is a reflection of the 





reader’s experience.

· Readers can respond in

different ways. Ex. draw a picture, make up a different ending, interview a character from the story.
