Spring 2021 Course Offering
Introduction to Engineering Design (EDSGN 100) 3 credits
This course, held at the Hazleton Academy of Sciences, offers 
an introduction to engineering design processes, methods, and 
decision making using team design projects. It also teaches design 
communication methods including graphical, verbal, and written. 
Students will visit Penn State Hazleton at least three times during the 
semester, conducting some experiments and participating in  
hands-on activities.

· SAT/ACT or PSAT/PLAN scores

Students will be contacted by the campus with an admissions decision. 
If the student is accepted to enroll in the Lion Scholars Dual Enrollment 
program, the campus Academic Advising Center will coordinate course 
scheduling and new student orientation.
