1) Only scholarships will be provided, no fellowships or loans will be provided.

2) One year scholarships in the individual amount of $1,000 - $2,500 total will be awarded to high school students who
will attend an accredited public or private two or four year college or technical school tipon graduation. The purpose of
the scholarships will be to offset the student's cost of attending such post secondary schools. No scholarships will be
awarded to students for the purpose of attending private high schools.

3} No educational loans wili be awarded.

4) The program will be publicized through direct contact with the principal, administration, and guidance departments of
the public and private high schools located in the Greater Hazlston, PA

geographic area. In addition, public service announcements will be sent to local television, print, and radio media outlets
that sarva the previously noted schools.
