2. Assign a  PERSON OF CONTACT between your township 
and local high schools, technical schools, and/or neighboring 
districts. 

3. Schedule a  LOCAL GOVERNMENT ASSEMBLY to 
promote the scholarships or plan a networking event with the 
SCHOOL CAREER COUNSELORS and students.

4. Connect with  COMMUNITY VOLUNTEER GROUPS 
like scouts and other religious-volunteer associations to help 
promote the new PSATS Achievement Scholarships.
