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	***Begin typing first paragraph here.  Continue typing until you have stated your ATTENTION-GETTER and THESIS STATEMENT in whatever order you are utilizing.  When you have typed out your INTRODUCTORY paragraph, move onto the second paragraph of your paper which will represent the first BODY information in your paper.
	***INDENT*** Remember to use TRANSITIONS to get your reader from one idea to the next logically.  Also remember that a new idea calls for a new paragraph (“Business”).  Don’t forget your PARENTHETICAL DOCUMENTATION to give credit for the source of the information you are using (Dean). 
	Continue until you have typed out the information from all of your notecards along with the necessary CITATIONS/PARENTHETICAL DOCUMENTATION (Clinton).
	Don’t forget an effective CONCLUSION.  This should restate the introduction and reach beyond your topic in some original way.
