·  You are going to make your own Bill of Rights.  This will consist of you and your group members making a list of the 10 most important “laws” that you feel we should have in this classroom and in this school building.  You will list these “laws” in the same manner that the actual Bill of Rights is presented to the public.  When you are finished listing your 10 “laws” you will then complete your Declaration of Independence.  Your declaration will consist of you and your group choosing what you feel is the most important “law” out of your list of 10, and expanding upon that particular item.  You will expand on your item by telling your classmates what the pros and cons are to your particular thought.  When you list the pros you will need to explain why you feel these are good points of emphasis, and when you list the cons you need to explain how you can fix them as well.
