My Culture Project

What makes you, You? Our textbook defines culture as “a learned system of shared beliefs and ways of doing things that guide a person’s daily behavior.” It sounds like a simple concept. However, the diversity of humans makes the study of people, their thoughts, beliefs, and way of life become a complex, yet interesting process. Through this assignment you will be able to display the things (past and present) that represent your culture. 
Assignment: Using a half-sheet of poster board, create a cultural collage or Powerpoint. (Tip: A collage is an artistic creation of materials and objects pasted over a surface.) Think about all of the things that make up your thoughts, beliefs, values, and way of life. Remember, this is a picture of who you are TODAY. As you grow and experience new things, your thoughts, beliefs, and ideas may change.
Here are some ideas of things to represent:

What types of entertainment/games do you enjoy? (read, skateboard, football, sing, etc.)
What type of music do you listen to? (rap, pop, country, blues, hip hop, etc.) 
What type of fashions do you wear?

What types of technology do you depend on daily? (computers, cell phones, etc.)
How do you handle your emotions? (Do you explode? Do you hold it all inside?)
What is your personality? (friendly, rude, shy, silly, prankster, outgoing, etc.)

What role does family play in your life? (comfort, stress, belonging, love, etc.)

What do you think of when you think of a “typical” family? 
What does beauty mean to you?

Who do you look towards as your “model for life?”  

How do you feel about animals? 

What is your attitude towards education?

Do you tend to dwell on the past, live in the present, or look into the future?

What are some “catch phrases” that those in your social group use? (appropriate)

Do you like balance or chaos in life? Do you thrive on drama?

Consider how other things like heritage, language, celebrations, and religion have influenced your culture.

**Make sure that your name is represented in some way. Try to make it part of the design. (first and last / last only)
Think about ways that you could represent these aspects of yourself within your collage. For example, I am from Michigan, of Greek heritage with Greek being my first language and I spent  22 years of my adult life living in Europe. Therefore, I might use light blue and white as the key colors, representing the Greek flag and the Air Force colors. If you’re from a “laid back” family, you might use neutral, calm colors in your collage. If you’re from a family of jokesters, you might use bright, bold colors. Have fun with your choices of color and materials! 
Materials: If you decide to do a collage: It is best to use a combination of materials to make your collage interesting and unique. (photos, magazine pictures, 3-dimensional objects/letters, drawings, clippings from newspapers, etc.)
